DANCER - To avoid possible electric shock, special care should be taken since water is
employed in the use of aquarium equipment. For each of the following situations, do not
attempt repairs by yourself; return the appliance to an authorized service facility for service
or discard the appliance:
A. If the appliance falls into the water, DON'T reach for it! First unplug it and then retrieve
it. If electrical components of the appliance get wet, unplug the appliance immediately.
B. If the appliance shows any sign of abnormal water leakage, immediately unplug it from
the power source.
C. Carefully examine the appliance after installation. It should not be plugged in if there is
water on parts not intended to be wet.
D. Do not operate any appliance if it has a damaged cord or plug, or if it is malfunctioning
or has been dropped or damaged in any manner.
To avoid the possibility of the appliance plug or receptacle getting wet, position aquarium
stand and tank to one side of a wall-mounted receptacle to prevent water from dripping
onto the receptacle or plug. A “drip loop,” shown in figure below, should be arranged by
the user for each cord connecting an aquarium appliance to a receptacle. The “drip loop”
is that part of the cord below the level of the receptacle, or the connector if an extension
cord is used, to prevent water traveling along the cord and coming in contact with the
receptacle. If the plug or receptacle does get wet, DON’T unplug the cord. Disconnect
the fuse or circuit breaker that supplies power to the appliance. Then, unplug and
examine for presence of water in the receptacle.

Close supervision is necessary when any appliance is used by or near children.

To avoid injury, do not contact moving parts or hot parts such as heaters, reflectors, lamp
bulbs, and the like.

Always unplug an appliance from an outlet when not in use, before putting on or taking off
parts, and before cleaning. Never yank cord to pull plug from outlet. Grasp the plug and pull
to disconnect.

Do not use an appliance for other than intended use. The use of attachments not
recommended or sold by the appliance manufacturer may cause an unsafe condition.

Do not install or store the appliance where it will be exposed to the weather or to temperatures
below freezing.

1. To reduce the risk of electric shock, always unplug the pump and power cords before
performing any maintenance. Do not submerse canopy.

2. Never allow small children to touch, climb-on, or play with the aquarium or its stand.
Adult supervision is required.

3. Never place an aquarium on the floor, it can cause injury or become damaged.

4. Never set an aquarium on an unsturdy or unsupported structure, such as those which are
unable to support the weight of a filled aquarium, are suspended, can rock or sway, can sag,
or on wheels or allows the aquarium to over-hang. These could cause the aquarium to leak,
crack, or even fall over if a top heavy situation is created.

5. Aquarium supports that are less than 12" wide (front and back) should be fastened or
tethered to a wall to prevent a top heavy or unstable condition.

6. Do not allow water pump to operate dry at any time.
7. Always observe proper maintenance to ensure optimal operation.

HANDLE WITH CARE! Always handle aquarium with care to avoid personal injury.

1. Never lift or attempt to move an aquarium that is not completely empty, partially full
or filled.

2. Never lift an aquarium with wet hands.

3. Never attempt to lift an aquarium by grasping the upper edges of the frame or from
the canopy.

4. Always lift or carry an empty aquarium by supporting it from the bottom of the tank.

AQUARIUM LOCATION

1. For best results, place an aquarium in a location best suited to support the total weight
of the aquarium. The filled weight of an aquarium is approximately 10-12 Ibs. per gallon
of water and add the weight of sand, gravel, rocks or decorations.

2. Always place an aquarium in a flat and level area.

3. Avoid placing an aquarium where it will receive direct sunlight. Full or even partial sunlight
can cause algae growth.

4. Keep aquarium in a well ventilated area away from a heating or cooling vent.
5. Do not place near electronic components and systems (i.e., TV, stereo systems, etc.).

ASSEMBLY

Safety Precautions:

1.

Do not plug Smart BioCube® Jr aquarium
into an outlet or power source until setup
and installation is completed.

. Visually inspect the aquarium and canopy

prior to installation to make sure it has
not been damaged.

Wet/Dry Filter Assembly (Figure 3)

1.

Add desired media (biological or chemical)
on top of the trays in the second chamber
and drop the media tray into place. If used
as a refugium, add live rock and
macroalgae to the bottom before inserting
the media tray.

Place the BioCube?® filter cartridge into
the slot provided on the cartridge holder.
Make sure that the sponge filter is
correctly placed in the third chamber of
the wet/dry section with the water pump
properly assembled and connected to the
wet/dry return output.

Open canopy and remove filter cartridge.
Rinse thoroughly with cool freshwater and
reinstall in Ist chamber.

Rinse substrate, sand, gravel, rocks,
driftwood, plants and ornaments and add
to aquarium.

Prepare aquarium water (saltwater/
freshwater). Make sure water is at room
temperature to prevent condensation.
Slowly add water to the aquarium. Make
sure to fill aquarium up to the lower edge
of the top moulding (Figure 5).

5. Plug water pump power cord into an

outlet or power source. Pump will raise
water level in aquarium section and drain
into wet/dry section (Figure 6).

Because chamber 1 has a high and stable
water level, it is recommended to insert
an aquarium heater in this section, if
required.

Once the pump is running, add additional
water to the aquarium until the water level
in the pump chamber reaches the desired
running level.



WET/DRY FILTRATION OPERATION

Observe and make sure that the water
circulation is flowing properly from the
aquarium section through the wet/dry
section.

PRECAUTIONS:

For optimal filter performance

1. Do not block or obstruct surface intake
and bottom intake.

2. Do not block or obstruct output discharge
nozzle.

3. Perform scheduled maintenance on filter
cartridge.

4. Observe scheduled maintenance on water
pump.

5. Make sure to perform scheduled water
changes and BioCube?® filtration
maintenance.



MAINTENANCE

WARNING!

Make sure LEDs are turned off and unplug
power cords from power source or outlet

before performing any maintenance.

Daily Maintenance

1.

Visually observe the BioCube® lighting and
filtration to make sure that the system is
functioning properly.

Check water level. Make sure to replace
evaporated water with freshwater to
replenish water supply (Figure 12).

Note: Use only freshwater to replace
evaporated water for both freshwater and
saltwater setup.

Caution: Do not let water get below the
minimum water level.

Inspect and clear any debris from the
lower and upper intake slots.

Monthly Maintenance

Remove used filter cartridge and discard
(Figure 13). Replace with new cartridge.
Note: Make sure to rinse new filter
cartridge with cool freshwater before
installing inside Smart BioCube® Jr
aquarium.

Remove sponge filter from wet/dry
section. Rinse and clean sponge with cool
freshwater to remove accumulated
organic buildup (Figure 13).

Weekly Maintenance

1.

Keep BioCube® Jr aquarium surfaces
clean from dust and debris. Wipe exposed
surfaces with a clean and dampened soft
terry cloth.

2. Open canopy and wipe down light lens
cover with a clean and dampened soft
terry cloth.

3. Inspect filtration system for clogging and

excessive accumulation of debris. Clean
and remove debris from surface, bottom
intake and overflow tray. Rinse parts if
needed.

Note: If using Bio-Balls or other biological
media in chamber 2, it is important to
avoid cleaning the bio-media to avoid
removing the beneficial bacteria needed to
break down ammonia and nitrites.

3. Disconnect water pump assembly from
output elbow attachment and detach
pump from flexible tubing (Figure 14).

Disassemble pump and impeller. Rinse and
wipe down all parts to dislodge debris and
particulate matter (Figure 15).

Note:

If calcium buildup is present, soak in a
vinegar solution with 1 part vinegar:l part
water for 1 hour and rinse thoroughly.

TO PAIR YOUR DEVICE

Pairing your fixture using Wi-Fi will give you
all light and scheduling features after account
set up in the Aqueon® BluelQ™ App.

1. Download* Aqueon® BluelQ™ app.

2. Plug in your fixture.

3. Open the Aqueon® BluelQ™ app.

4. Tap on “Equipment” at the bottom of the
app. Your fixture will automatically attempt
to pair with your phone if it hasn’t been
paired with another mobile device yet.

5. Tap Pair on the pop up.
If fixture does not appear in

Equipment screen, make sure your
Bluetooth is turned on.

If your mobile device has Bluetooth
turned on and the fixture does not
attempt to pair with your mobile
device, complete a factory reset
before continuing (See Factory Reset).

6. After pairing, tap on your fixture listed
under “New Equipment” in your app.

7. Choose to connect with either Wi-Fi or
Bluetooth from the pop-up.

Recommended to connect to Wi-Fi:
For full functionality, a Wi-Fi
connection is required. If intending
to control the device with Bluetooth?®,
some functionality will be limited.

To switch from a Bluetooth®
connection to Wi-Fi:

If connected using Bluetooth® and
want to switch to Wi-Fi for full
functionality, go to equipment screen,
swipe left on the fixture name and
select Forget. Wait for your fixture to
appear under New Equipment, then
select fixture and choose Connect to
Wi-Fi to proceed.

8. If connecting with Wi-Fi, select your
Wi-Fi network from the list and enter
your credentials when prompted.

Note: If you experience connection
issues when joining the Wi-Fi
network, you may have a weak signal
at your device. Please attempt to
connect again. If that doesn’t work,
move your router and fixture so they
are closer to each other.

FACTORY RESET

If your fixture is not able to pair to your
mobile device or you want to pair to a
different mobile device, you may need to
factory reset. Follow these steps to
complete the factory reset:

1. Delete fixture from mobile device
Bluetooth settings
For Apple Users:

a. Open your settings app

b. Select Bluetooth®

c. Tap the icon next to your previously
paired device and select “Forget This
Device”

For Android Users:

a. Open your settings app

b. Select “Connected Devices”

c. Tap the icon for your previously
paired device and select “Forget”

2. In the BluelQ™ app, tap on the
“Equipment” tab at the bottom

3. Swipe left on the name of the fixture you
are resetting and tap "Forget"

4. Remove the rubber stopper from the reset
port on the side of the fixture and insert
the end of a paperclip or pen to hit the
reset button. Click and hold the reset
button for 20 seconds to reset the fixture.
The Wi-Fi indicator light will turn off
briefly and start blinking when the reset is
completed.

5. After factory resetting your device,
proceed with pairing your fixture to your
mobile device using Wi-Fi or Bluetooth®.
